Its wildlife is spectacular, with some of the largest populations of mammals and reptiles in Africa, including 

buffaloes, elephants, hippos and crocodiles which can be seen here. Nyerere National Park, together with 

the remaining part of Selous Game Reserve, is considered to be the last stronghold of the African wild 

dog. Other common wildlife include the wildebeest, zebra, giraffe, eland, the greater kudu, sable 

antelopes, black rhino, waterbuck, impala, lion, leopard, the spotted hyena, cheetah, baboon, vervet and 

blue monkey, and the black and white colobus monkey which can be viewed in riverine forests.
